= Estimate the number of students expected in each age group to receive Preschool Activity
Paks or Kids Evidence Kits; and

= Mail the request in an envelope to the address given on the back of this brochure.

= Name of sponsoring church/mission;

= Contact information (including name, address, telephone number, and email);
= Date(s) of the school(s);

= Location(s) of the school(s);

= Number enrolled in school(s);

= Average attendance of school(s);

= Number of prospects discovered (including family members);

=  Summary of follow-up procedures being used; and

= Summary of how the free VBS resources were used.

In addition to this report, information should be compiled and reported on the regular VBS report
form.

*The Grice Memorial Scholarship is a trust fund administered by the Southern Baptist Foundation. Interest
from this trust (approximately $3,000.00 each year) is used as directed by the estate of Homer L. and Ethel
Grice to provide free VBS resources to Southern Baptist churches and established missions. Resources
must be used to conduct VBS to reach economically disadvantaged communities and people groups.
